Overview

Each year, monies are generously donated to the United Way’s Community Fund with the expectation that United Way will evaluate the needs of our community and invest the funds in social service agencies that will strengthen and improve the quality of life in North Texas.  Local RFP volunteers work together to recommend the funding partner agencies receive from the Community Fund by reviewing the viability of the agency and the effectiveness of the agency’s programs as well as our community’s priority needs.

Benefits

Volunteer RFP panel members truly grow by participating in this vital process by attaining new skills, learning about community needs and social service agencies as well as meeting others who care about the community.  Beyond these personal benefits, being an RFP panel volunteer allows one to make a difference in our community.

Responsibilities

Each volunteer RFP committee reviews the programs presented by a group of agencies.  The following is a summary of responsibilities in order to participate on a RFP panel:

· Attend agency site visit presentations to develop an understanding of the agencies’ missions, programs and funding requests.  

· Analyze the information provided by the agency and United Way in order to gain insight regarding the viability of the agency and the effectiveness of its programs.

· Participate in the final deliberation process, which determines the recommended level of funding for each agency’s programs as well as any special conditions required of the agency to receive funding.  These recommendations are forwarded to the United Way Board of Directors for final approval.

Time Commitment 

There is a time commitment in order to be an active RFP volunteer, but the benefits are well worth the effort in order to gain a better knowledge of non-profit organizations, programming and the priority needs of the North Texas area as well as performing a tremendous service for the community.

This volunteer opportunity requires approximately 30 hours for meetings with the agencies and other RFP volunteers.  These meetings occur over a period of four months from January through April and will be scheduled during typical business hours.  United Way will work to give as much of an advanced notice as possible regarding these meeting times.   

In addition to these meetings, a panel volunteer will need to spend time in preparation for these meetings reviewing information and materials received.

Next Steps

If you are interested in becoming a United Way Request for Proposal Volunteer, please fill out the attached volunteer application.  Last year, a waiting list had to be established due to an abundance of applicants, so please return the application as early as possible to ensure your participation in the process.  United Way’s RFP  process does not begin until late fall.  United Way will keep your application on file and contact you in the fall to confirm your participation and provide scheduling information.
