“Sino-Japanese Rapprochement: Challenges and Impact”

Dr. Huang will discuss current developments in Sino-Japanese relations and their implications on peace and stability in the Asian-Pacific region. According to Huang, while Prime Minister Abe’s high-profile visit to Beijing on October 8 seems to have started rapprochement between the two Asian powers, the fundamental problem still remains unsolved. China’s rapid rise and Japan’s stagnation in the past 15 years have irreversibly changed the strategic balance in Asia. As a result, for the first time in history there are two great powers existing side by side in Asia.  How Beijing and Tokyo handle the challenges in their bilateral relations will surely exert an enormous impact on regional peace and prosperity, in which the U.S. has a high stake.
